Our Sending Song this morning is one of the South African freedom
songs that have become common in American hymnals. “Siyahamba
is usually translated as “we are marching in the light of God.” Anders
Nyberg was responsible for disseminating many of the freedom songs
of South African to the Western World in the mid-1980s largely under
the sponsorship of the Church of Sweden Mission (Lutheran). Nyberg
took his Swedish choir to South Africa and the synergy between his
choir and the choirs from South African provided the energy to propel
these songs throughout the world. International meetings of the
Lutheran World Federation and the World Council of Churches
provided opportunities for people to hear and sing these songs.
