Then | washed, and now | see.” '® Some of the Pharisees said, “This
man is not from God, for he does not observe the Sabbath.” Others
said, “How can a man who is a sinner perform such signs?” And they
were divided. '” So they said again to the blind man, “What do you say
about him? It was your eyes he opened.” He said, “He is a prophet.”

®The Jews did not believe that he had been blind and had received
his sight until they called the parents of the man who had received his
sight '?and asked them, “Is this your son, who you say was born blind?
How then does he now see?” ?° His parents answered, “We know that
this is our son and that he was born blind, ?' but we do not know how it
is that now he sees, nor do we know who opened his eyes. Ask him;
he is of age. He will speak for himself.” ?* His parents said this because
they were afraid of the Jews, for the Jews had already agreed that
anyone who confessed Jesus to be the Messiah would be put out of
the synagogue. % Therefore his parents said, “He is of age; ask him.”

24 So for the second time they called the man who had been blind,
and they said to him, “Give glory to God! We know that this man is a
sinner.” ° He answered, “| do not know whether he is a sinner. One
thing | do know, that though | was blind, now | see.” ?° They said to
him, “What did he do to you? How did he open your eyes?” ?’ He
answered them, “I have told you already, and you would not listen.
Why do you want to hear it again? Do you also want to become his

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No one really knows for sure who wrote our Sending Song. It is the most
famous Celtic hymn of all. Many write that its origins trace back to a poem and
to Saint Patrick when he was a missionary in Ireland in the 81 century. It is said
the morning of Easter, Patrick risked his life by climbing the tallest hill, called
Slane Hill (hymn name), and lit a huge bonfire, a traditional way of celebrating
Easter in Medieval times. Much of the original thought, in Gaelic, remain. It is
a hymn that reminds us that man’s ways are not God’s ways. As with the
bonfire, ‘the grace of God shines bright.” The original poem has been
translated many times over the years, but it wasn’t until hymn writer Eleanor
Hull translated it and created verses that it now appears in many hymnbooks.

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Extra Mile Giving Envelope Wall

Similarly to last year, in order to balance the budget and close a gap,
we once again included Extra Mile Giving into the 2026 budget. Our
goal for Extra Mile Giving this year is $43,114.00.

To help us achieve this lofty goal together we will be having several
Extra Mile Giving events. This week we are launching a project that is
as simple as picking a number but as powerful as our entire CLC
community coming together.

Starting this Sunday, March 1%, If you look at the bulletin board
between the sanctuary doors in the Narthex, you’ll see our Extra Mile
Giving Envelope Wall. There are 100 envelopes, numbered 1 through
100. Our goal is to clear that wall completely by Easter to support our
Extra Mile Giving Efforts in 2026.

Here’s the challenge: We’re asking you to stop by the wall, pray about
it, and pick an envelope. The number on the outside is the dollar
amount of your donation. If you pick #14, you take the envelope and
put $14 inside. If you pick #75, you take the envelope and put $75
inside.
