Similarly to last year, in order to balance the budget and close a gap, we once
again included Extra Mile Giving into the 2026 budget. Our goal for Extra Mile
Giving this year is $43,114.00.

To help us achieve this lofty goal together we will be having several Extra Mile
Giving events. We have launched a project that is as simple as picking a
number but as powerful as our entire CLC community coming together.

If you look at the bulletin board between the sanctuary doors in the Narthex,
you'll see our Extra Mile Giving Envelope Wall.

Our goal is to clear that wall completely by Easter to support our Extra

Here’s the challenge: We're asking you to stop by the wall, pray about it, and
pick an envelope.

If we fill every single envelope, we will raise exactly $5,050. Whether you can
give $1 or $100, every single envelope brings us one step closer to our goal.
Let's see how fast we can clear this wall together!"
